The third round of the SAR programme focuses on the integration of urbanisation and mobility. Three sub-themes can be identified in that context: 1. Common knowledge base, 2. Funding for integration or urbanisation and mobility, 3. Realisation and organisation of the integration or urbanisation and mobility.     

b. Research Plan (approach & methods) 

In the research plan the following items should be addressed:

- the main objectives (specified), the scientific relevance (in theoretical, methodological or descriptive sense) and the contribution to the knowledge base,

- the research question(s)/hypothesis, a clear elaboration of the research questions and main objectives in relation to relevant theoretical concepts,

- the originality of the proposal, e.g. contribution to the development of new theories or methods, and the innovative potential,

- the method(s) that will be used, (for a description of the data to be used see point e),

- the expected results for the scientific perspective in relation to the main objectives, and how the anticipated outcomes will have potential for impact on the SAR issues,

c. Multidisciplinary and integrative approach
